Re: Pyman Road Pit

Thank you for your letter received on November 18, 2009 in regard to the proposed Pyman Road
Pit. I am pleased to respond to your concerns as follows;

The proposed Pyman Road Pit access on Highway #33, in the vicinity of Walkers Hill, is soon to be
scheduled, by the Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure, for construction of additional
passing lanes. The Ministry of Energy Mines and Petroleum Resources required the proponent to
provide a traffic impact study for the Pyman Road Intersection at Highway #33. The report,
investigated and compiled by Urban Systems, recommended that the proponent for Pyman Road
Pit construct left turn lanes, acceleration and deceleration lanes on Highway #33 for access to
Pyman Road. The required improvements will provide for additional vehicle capacity and
increased safety.

The proponent was required by Ministry of Energy, Mines and Petroleum Resources to provide a
groundwater supply assessment of potential impacts to the area water supply within the vicinity
of the proposed gravel pit. Two studies were completed, Golder Associates provided a Water
Supply Assessment in December of 2002 and, Sustainable Subsurface Scolutions provided a
hydrogeological assessment of potential impacts related to the development and operation of
Pyman Pit dated June 2009. The two reports concluded that very minimal amounts of
groundwater exist and, since no groundwater extraction is planned for the operation of the pit, no
negative impacts to the quantity of groundwater available to other users in the area is expected.
The Black Mountain Irrigation District has indicated they have no issue with the operation of the
pitin relation to the proximity of water sources within their supply area.
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
