2.  REFERRALS

 a] ALR referral    A -08-06
The applicant and applicant’s agent gave a brief overview of the proposal

Randy Woods – Water is still the issue. No legal approvals have been entirely met. Deborah Cameron admitted that water issues still exist but that she has posted signs on all water outlets advising not to be used for drinking purposes. Cameron advised she had Ministry of Health approvals including the Kitchen component – Randy Woods advised she did not have approvals for drinkable water for any of this including the Kitchen facility. Randy further stated that a qualified engineer has not and should be hired to qualify any and all water issues. The subject of a wet grad was brought up by Randy alluding to the Cameron statement at a previous APC meeting that the facility was to represent a family orientated business. Cameron denied a wet

grad event and categorically stated she would not have allowed this. Woods disagreed with this and indicated he had first hand Knowledge of this. The subject of a BOOGY BASH as held this summer by Heartland was brought up again in reference to the previous APC meeting where Cameron stated she would not allow this. Cameron stated she did not apply for this but a BOOGY BASH member applied for this himself. Does not support
Wendy Schlief – Wendy had concerns of highway distractions caused by this event because of the location of the stage and crowds in proximity of highway site lines. It was pointed out the number of fatalities [3 deaths at the proposed parking access] and a number of truck and vehicle MVA’s occurred along this highway section. Cameron stated that the stage could not be easily viewed from the road and that the 8 mile corner, before the Heartland entrance, slowed traffic down. She also stated this corner combined with traffic control should allow for a safe situation. The discussion pursued further that traffic as a whole on highway 33 was excessive with many fatalities and dangerous conditions. Despite Camerons claims of road control, Wendy stated that, traveling this road as she did on a daily basis, and the history of fatalities along this section of highway, large events especially on the turns of stage site lines could in her opinion contribute to dangerous distractions. Wendy also drew attention to the subject of the OCP surveys where it was indicated that the status quo was to be maintained and that the life style that existed was to be preserved [97% answered in favour of maintaining a quality of life that preserved the importance of the natural environment and surrounding open space, privacy, remoteness from urban areas, protection of the environment, lifestyle oriented to natural surroundings and crown lands, rural or agricultural character]. Wendy closed with the comment that public safety issues were not fully addressed with this application and that there are too many issues as a whole to support. Does not support
Dale Senkiw – Has issues with sound transmittance – He can hear noise in general from the Heartland site [ Dale lives at the  top of the Goudie Road area]  but up to now not overly concerned if the events are small. Suggested an orientation of the stage to divert sound away from the Huckleberry Road Area. In general he stated that there are too many unresolved issues to support and that traffic, sound transference and too large crowds creating issues of public safety and non protection of the lifestyle the neighbourhood bought into were concerns. Does not support
Ted Thomas – dialogued on his concern of inconsistencies of the previous APC comments with respect to this latest application. Cameron indicated she had support from Horning, Cannan and the fire Chief for her events. She was advised to have this confirmed in writing. Water and septic issues were also a concern and he supported Randy on this. Cameron stated she was supplying on site portal potties at 4 per 100 people. On the issue of road safety Cameron indicated that the 8 mile corner in itself did slow traffic down and with road control the safety issues would be resolved. She also stated because it was a dangerous corner most accidents and deaths occurred in her belief from speed. Thomas indicated this was true in part but fatalities and incidents that occurred on the whole were because of the unexpected and human failings to drive responsibly. Thomas added that traffic control for this would help but slowing of traffic through this corridor would add to the frustration level of local residents who already are dealing with existing and inevitably increasing highway congestion. Cameron’s point was that highway control would avoid this. Thomas pointed out that the access point for parking was where the majority of fatalities occurred and that a proper turn out/stacking lane should be built to prevent traffic back up and to allow safe entry/exit form the grounds. It was also pointed out that he was in agreement with Wendy that the stage did have a view angle from the highway

that could create a distraction with potential consequences. Thomas stated there were too many public safety issues that had to be addressed in this regard before he could support this
application. Cameron was asked if she surveyed the residents on Daves' Road and Huckleberry. Cameron stated she did not and was not sure how this should be done by letter or in person. It was pointed out that several people on Huckleberry were contacted by Thomas indicating that they did not agree with her application. Thomas indicated he was not in disagreement for events of smaller people groupings and Community supportive functions but could not support the large crowd events. Thomas asked that a physical positioning of the stage should be made both in a horizontal and vertical plane and that a seating layout/parking layout should be drawn to prove she could accommodate large crowds.

 The concerns as addressed in the APC review above re referral  A-08-06 were concerns that are to be applied to this referral. It was noted that smaller events of 300 or less were supported. Any event larger than this if it should occur was to be in accordance with the new Outdoor events bylaw yet to be adopted on a per event venue. It was further discussed that large concerts as indicated in the referral had very few benefits to the community as a whole and did not take into consideration the survey results of the two OCP surveys as held in 2007.
